PROBLEM

Do cats see in black and white or in color?

NIGHT  VISION

Cats can see at night much better that humans can see. At night their eyes become big and round so they can see in the darkness. Their pupils get big because they are letting in as much light as they can to see.

DAY VISION

In the daytime, cats eyes become little slits to keep out the bright light.

COLORS CATS SEE

All cats see gray and shades of gray. Cats cannot see all colors, however, they can see certain colors such as:

· RED  &  GREEN

· BLUE  &  RED

· RED  &  GRAY

· GREEN  &  BLUE

· GREEN  &  GRAY

· BLUE  &  GRAY

· YELLOW  &  BLUE

· YELLOW  &  GRAY

Cats eyes have elliptical pupils, which can open and close much faster than round pupils. Because more light can enter their eyes, cats’ pupils can become bigger and rounder than human pupils at night. 

Cats cannot see in total darkness, but can use their whiskers and their sensitive hearing to catch their prey.
